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With the approach of the 2012 U.S. 
elections, public policy is on the minds 
of voters and decision-makers. Jobs, the 
economy and health care are just a few of 
the issues on the national radar.
 
A key mission of the Baker Institute is 
to bridge the gap between the world of 
ideas and the world of action. The series 
“Election 2012: Policy Perspectives” seeks 
to do that by providing a nonpartisan 
forum for discussion and debate of the key 
issues in this year’s U.S. presidential and 
congressional races.
 
The series, which started in January 
2012 with the event “Religion in the 
2012 Election,” includes debates, policy 
reports and social media, with a focus on 
connecting Baker Institute experts with 
the public on timely, relevant topics. 
Through interviews with the news media, 
Baker Institute fellows shared their 
insights on issues ranging from energy and 
the economy to health reform and politics.

“Our goal is to discuss the issues that are 
important to voters and policymakers 
with a focus on policy, rather than 
politics,” said Baker Institute founding 
director Edward P. Djerejian. “We 
hope this nonpartisan emphasis will 
be of tremendous value to our various 
constituencies, including Rice students 

and the broader academic community.”
This past academic year, the series provided 
comprehensive analysis of the Supreme 
Court’s decision affirming the Affordable 
Care Act, a key election issue in Texas and 
across the country, as well as analysis of the 
Texas GOP primary race to replace U.S. Sen. 
Kay Bailey Hutchison in the context of local 
and national ramifications. The role of early 
voting and voter ID laws was also examined.

Some of the events planned for the fall 
include a health care policy discussion 
as well as a conversation about jobs and 
the economy. Both will be led by Baker 
Institute fellows. The annual fall reception 
for Baker Institute Roundtable members 
will also focus on the election. In addition, 
Baker Institute fellows and scholars will 
use blog posts, op-eds and the institute 
email newsletter to advance the discussion.
 
The series will culminate in January 
2013, with the publication of a 
“Recommendations for the Next 
Administration” briefing book discussing 
approaches and possible solutions to 
the challenges the president and his 
administration will face on some key issues.

Lessons Learned and the Way Forward for 
Arab-Israeli Peacemaking,” an all-day 
conference in Washington, D.C.
President George H.W. Bush addressed 
the large audience in a video interview. 
The Honorable James A. Baker, III, 
61st secretary of state and the Baker 
Institute’s honorary chair, gave the 
keynote address, recalling the historic 
1991 Madrid Peace conference — the first 
face-to-face peace negotiation directly 
involving Israel, Jordan, Syria, Lebanon 
and the Palestinians.

“Madrid revealed the critical importance 
of the United States as a credible and 
effective broker. We were reassuring, 
but also tough and fair,” Baker told the 
conference. “We never made threats or 
promises that we were not prepared to 
carry out, and there was a cost imposed 
on the parties for willfully saying ‘No.’”

Addressing the current situation in the 
Middle East, Baker called on the current 
U.S. leadership to do more. “The peace 
process may not be dead — but it’s 
clearly on life support,” he said. 

Following the event, the Baker Institute 
and USIP published a joint report detailing 
the conference’s discussions and findings.
The Conflict Resolution Forum also 
continued its efforts to actively engage 
decision-makers in the Middle East and 

More than a year into the Arab Awakening, 
U.S. policy continues to face significant 
challenges in the Middle East as 
governments and alliances shift in the 
wake of protests and civil unrest.

Baker Institute founding director Edward 
P. Djerejian, a former U.S. ambassador to 
Syria, spoke and wrote at length about 
the ramifications of the crisis in Syria 
and the broader region. In addition to a 
special report emailed to Baker Institute 
newsletter subscribers, Djerejian blogged 
and tweeted on the subject. Media 
outlets, including The New York Times, 
Al Jazeera, CNN, Voice of America and 
National Public Radio, sought his insights 
during numerous interviews. 

“We have to understand that the United 
States can influence, but cannot direct, 
the course of political events in the Arab 
world,” Djerejian said. “Whatever we 
can do to influence the evolution of these 
societies under more stable, democratic 
and free economic paths is where the 
United States should be crafting its 
policies.” 

The institute also engaged in new 
efforts to promote peace in the Middle 
East. This past fall, the Baker Institute 
Conflict Resolution Forum and the 
United States Institute of Peace (USIP) 
co-hosted “Twenty Years After Madrid: 

Conflict Resolution and U.S. Security

Washington, with a focus on Israeli-
Palestinian issues.

In an effort to raise awareness about 
opportunities for women in the region, 
the institute’s Kelly Day Endowment on 
the Status of Women and Human Rights 
in the Middle East published two papers 
examining the ramifications of the Arab 
Awakening for Arab women. The work 
focused on social media, the Internet and 
the role of  women in the popular uprisings.

The Baker Institute also welcomed The 
Honorable Condoleezza Rice, 66th U.S. 
secretary of state, who discussed her most 
recent book, “No Higher Honor: A Memoir 
of My Years in Washington,” as part of the 
Shell Distinguished Lecture Series. 

To impact policy, Rice told a crowd of 
more than 1,000 to “roll up your sleeves, 
get in there, do battle with everybody 
else, try to make good policy decisions, 
and then go home and do something else.  
And that’s what I have done.” 

National security was addressed by U.S. 
Rep. Michael T. McCaul, R-Texas, who 
spoke on current and potential security 
risks along the U.S.-Mexico border as a 
guest of the Homeland Security Program. 
Journalist Dudley Althaus of the Houston 
Chronicle’s Mexico City bureau and 
author Rusty Fleming provided further 

insights on the topic of drug wars as guests 
of the program.

Nathan P. Jones, Ph.D., joined the Drug 
Policy Program as the institute’s first Alfred 
C. Glassell III Postdoctoral Fellow in Drug 
Policy. Jones’ research focuses on drug 
violence in northeastern Mexico.

The Drug Policy Program’s “The War 
on Drugs Has Failed. Is Legalization the 
Answer?” conference examined trends in 
domestic and international drug policy, with 
an emphasis on alternatives to prohibition 
and criminalization. The event featured 
a keynote address by noted travel writer, 
public television producer and public radio 
host Rick Steves. Other speakers included 
Ethan Nadelmann, executive director 
of the Drug Policy Alliance, and British 
criminologist Alex Stevens.

“The impetus for the legalization of 
marijuana is building,” a conference report 
published after the event noted. “Medical 
marijuana is currently legal in 16 states 
and the District of Columbia. Voters in 
Washington State and Colorado can decide 
to legalize the drug in the November 2012 
election. As this process continues, all 
concerned should carefully examine the 
claims made by opposing sides, rely on the 
best available evidence, particularly peer-
reviewed science, and encourage extensive 
further research.”



“The most telling symbol of the Arab 
Awakening was perhaps a placard 
I saw in Tunisia bearing the Arabic 
word for ‘enough,’” said Baker 
Institute founding director Edward 
P. Djerejian. “Enough of autocratic 
rule, of rampant unemployment, 
of critically deficient education 
opportunities, and of social 
injustice.”

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could be good news for the United States.  
It may mean China will be more inclined 
to act in concert with other members of 
the international community in conflict-
prone regions.”

The increasing prominence of U.S. shale 
gas also has significant implications 
for global energy markets, according 
to the Baker Institute study “Shale Gas 
and U.S. National Security.” Sponsored 
by the U.S. Department of Energy, the 
report investigated the role of U.S. shale 
gas as global primary energy use shifts 
increasingly to natural gas. Specifically, 
the study concluded that shale gas will 
diminish the petro-power of major natural 
gas producers in the Middle East, Russia 
and Venezuela, and it will be a major factor 
limiting global dependence on natural 
gas supplies from unstable regions that 
are currently uncertain sources of the 
global supply of oil. In addition, the timely 
development of U.S. shale gas resources 
will limit the need for the United States to 
import liquefied natural gas for at least two 
decades, thereby reducing stress on the U.S. 
trade deficit and economy. Jaffe discussed 
this shift in an article published in Foreign 
Policy, “The Americas, Not the Middle East, 
Will Be the World Capital of Energy.” 

Citing geopolitical trends and new 
technology facilitating shale gas drilling, 
she predicted that “by the 2020s, the 

Amid soaring energy demand in Asia 
and the explosive growth of shale gas 
discoveries in North America, the Baker 
Institute Energy Forum focused on the 
outlook for China and the United States in 
addition to its work on the Middle East. 

The Energy Forum’s groundbreaking 
study “The Rise of China” found that 
despite aggressive demand-management 
policies announced in recent years, 
China’s oil use could easily reach levels 
comparable to today’s U.S. levels by 2040. 

“Given the scale of vehicle stock growth 
in China, it is going to be extremely 
difficult to move the needle of the 
country’s rising transport fuel outlook,” 
said Kenneth Medlock, a study author 
and the James A. Baker, III, and Susan 
G. Baker Fellow in Energy and Resource 
Economics.

The study noted that China’s strategy of 
investing in oil operations and companies 
abroad has encountered difficulties 
in light of recent geopolitical events 
and rising global political risks in oil-
producing regions.

“China is now finding itself mired in more 
energy-related foreign diplomacy than 
it bargained for,” said Amy Myers Jaffe, 
another study author, and the Wallace S. 
Wilson Fellow in Energy Studies. “But this

capital of energy will likely have shifted 
back to the Western Hemisphere, where 
it was prior to the ascendancy of Middle 
Eastern megasuppliers such as Saudi 
Arabia and Kuwait in the 1960s.”

In November, Medlock testified before 
the U.S. Senate Committee on Energy 
and Natural Resources. The committee 
sought to assess market developments for 
U.S. natural gas, including the approval 
process and potential for liquefied natural 
gas (LNG) exports.

“U.S. LNG exports will occur in a global 
setting, so it is an international trade 
issue,” Medlock said. “The bottom line 
is that certification of LNG exports will 
not likely produce a large domestic price 
impact, and the long-term volume of 
exports from the U.S. will not likely be 
very large given the expected market 
developments abroad.”

Indeed, the “North American Energy 
Resources Summit,” co-hosted with PFC 
Energy, highlighted the vast endowment 
of natural resources coming to the 
forefront in North American energy 
markets and the policy challenges 
associated with large-scale development. 
In his keynote address, ConocoPhillips 
chairman and chief executive officer James 
J. Mulva called for government policies that 
are “fuel neutral” and avoid favoritism. 

Participants also heard from top executives 
at Anadarko Petroleum, Pemex, Syncrude 
Canada and Black Stone Minerals. 

The Energy Forum’s ongoing 
collaborations extended across campus 
and around the globe. “The Changing 
Geopolitics of Natural Gas: The Rise of 
Unconventional Gas and Its Implications 
for Global Natural Gas Markets, 
Geopolitical Relations and U.S. Energy 
Security,” a joint study with Harvard 
University, will focus on the regional 
and global impacts of development of 
domestic sources of unconventional gas 
in China and Europe, as well as large but 
untapped conventional resources in Iraq, 
Iran and Central Asia. The Energy Forum 
is also working with The University of 
Texas on a shale gas study.

Students, the next generation of energy 
experts and policymakers, were also a top 
priority for the Energy Forum. More than 
a dozen Rice University students served 
as program interns, researching topics 
ranging from sustainable development to 
natural gas pricing.

“There are a lot of interesting policy 
questions that I want to pursue from a 
more academic perspective,” Green said.

The Baker Institute policy report 
“Limits of the Jugaad Growth Model: No 
Workaround to Good Governance for 
India” called on policymakers to address 
gaping deficiencies in public services.

“Indian industry has gained fame in 
management circles for jugaad, or 
persevering despite limited resources. 
This skill has proven particularly 
important in overcoming inadequate 
public services,” the report noted. 
“However, the economy appears to have 
reached the limit of using jugaad in the 
place of good government, suggesting a 
lower growth trajectory in the absence 
of a major improvement in political 
dynamics.”

The Baker Institute Latin America 
Initiative welcomed Tony Payan for a 
yearlong appointment as Baker Institute 
Scholar for Immigration and Border 
Studies. He and program director Erika 

Jobs and the economy were center stage 
this past year amid a global recession 
and the approach of a U.S. presidential 
election. With U.S. government debt at 
record levels, leaders of both political 
parties debated spending reform and 
fundamental changes to our nation’s 
corporate and personal income tax 
system.

The Baker Institute Tax and Expenditure 
Policy Program’s conference “Defusing 
the Debt Bomb: Economic and Fiscal 
Reform” explored in-depth the potential 
for spending and tax reform in resolving 
the nation’s debt crisis. Former U.S. Sen. 
Alan Simpson, R-Wyo., co-chairman of 
the president’s National Commission on 
Fiscal Policy and Reform, delivered the 
keynote address, arguing that special 
interests are paralyzing U.S. policy and 
governance. 

Tax policy fellow John W. Diamond’s 
research focused on corporate tax reform, 
building on research the previous year 
calling for base-broadening, rate-reducing 
tax reform. On a local level, Diamond 
testified before the City of Houston’s 
Long-term Financial Planning Committee 
on the subject of pension reform.

Russell A. Green, an economist who 
most recently served as the U.S. Treasury 
Department’s financial attaché to India,

de la Garza are participating in a long-
term study on immigration supported 
by the Ray C. Fish Foundation. A visiting 
scholar from The University of Texas at El 
Paso, Payan is interested in international 
borders, including border governability, 
foreign policy attitudes on the border and 
the manifestation of U.S. foreign policy at 
its borders. 

The Latin America Initiative also 
supported the Puentes Consortium, a 
binational community of scholars who 
carry out multidisciplinary research on 
issues of importance to the relations 
between Mexico and the United States. As 
part of this year’s consortium research, 
Baker Institute political scientist Mark P. 
Jones co-authored a paper on “The Use 
of Electronic Technology and Legislative 
Representation in the Mexican and U.S. 
States: Nuevo León and Texas.” 

Jones and Payan spoke extensively to the 
media about the Mexican presidential 
election, and the possible ramifications 
for both sides of the border. The Latin 
America Initiative’s Vecinos Lecture 
Series hosted a panel discussion on the 
Mexican elections, as well as a separate 
event on the Venezuelan presidential race. 
In collaboration with the Organization 
of American States, the Latin America 
Initiative’s Americas Project brought 
young leaders from across the hemisphere 

to discuss “21st-century Borders in the 
Americas.”

The Baker Institute Transnational 
China Project co-organized “Ephemera 
and Archive,” an international, 
interdisciplinary conference of 35 
scholars looking at problems in 
collecting and studying items such as 
public service advertisements, posters 
and protest materials, which are artifacts 
of cultural history.

Health care reform and the implications 
of the Affordable Care Act (ACA) captured 
the attention of policymakers and 
the general public in 2012. The Baker 
Institute Health Policy Forum’s Vivian 
Ho and Elena M. Marks sought to provide 
guidance by examining the act’s short- 
and long-term consequences, including 
the ramifications of the Supreme Court’s 
ruling upholding the law. 

The Health Policy Forum conference 
“National Health Care Reform: The Good, 
the Bad and the Ugly” featured five of 
the nation’s foremost health economists 
discussing the economic underpinnings of 
health care reform legislation, the current 
status and future for the prescription drug 
industry, and the long-term care sector. 
And a Health Policy Forum report warned 
that the ACA could create a significant 
surge in demand for health care services. 
By 2014, Texas and several other states 
would likely face a shortfall of primary 
care providers. 

Marks wrote about the issue of 
contraception as a public health benefit. 
She also discussed the reasoning behind 
federal recommendations regarding the 
use of mammograms and prostate cancer 
screenings. Dr. John Mendelsohn penned 
an op-ed urging the city of Houston to 
capitalize on its resources and be a global 
leader in biotechnology.

improving the public’s and policymakers’ 
understanding of science. The pair also 
met with more than 200 Houston high 
school students to encourage them to go 
into science. 

U.S. stem cell policy was in the news 
this past year because of a lawsuit that 
sought to block federal funding of human 
embryonic stem cell research. A timely 
Science and Technology Policy Program 
policy report called on Congress to 
codify U.S. stem cell policy, noting that 
the “constant flux in policy” impedes 
research and progress in the field. 

The Baker Institute Information 
Technology Policy Program focused 
on cybersecurity, with information 
technology policy fellow Christopher 
Bronk co-authoring “The Dark Side of 
Cyber Finance” in Survival, the journal 
of the International Institute of Strategic 
Studies (UK). Bronk also contributed 
the paper “A Governance Switchboard: 
Scalability Issues in International Cyber 
Policymaking” for the University of 
Toronto’s Cyber Dialogue, one of the 
world’s top conferences on international 
cyber policy. His chapter “The Civilian 
Cyber Incident Response Policies of the 
U.S. Federal Government” was published 
in the January 2012 book, “Cybersecurity: 
Public Threats and Responses.”
Bronk also presented at the International 

School on Disarmament and Research 
on Conflicts at the University of Trento, 
Italy, and at the 53rd conference of the 
International Studies Association in San 
Diego, Calif. He spoke on “Cyber Power and 
the Future of Intelligence” at the FBI Field 
Office in New York, N.Y., in March 2012. 

A key program event for the year was 
MIT professor Erik Brynjolfsson’s 
thought-provoking talk “Race Against 
the Machine,” which covered the problem 
of information technology-driven 
innovation disrupting the labor force.

In May, more than 140 participants 
attended the “International Space 
Medicine Summit 2012,” co-hosted by the 
institute’s Space Policy Program fellow 
George W.S. Abbey and Baylor College 
of Medicine’s Dr. Bobby Alford. The 
conference, held every year since 2007, 
focuses on the medical, psychological 
and biomedical challenges of deep space 
missions.

A Baker Institute report by Ronald L.

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For Rice University students, the path to the 
world of public policy often leads through 
the Baker Institute.
 
In the 2011-2012 academic year, seven 
institute interns won prestigious 
grants, including scholarships from 
the Fulbright, Marshall and Truman 
foundations.

This past year, the Baker Institute 
supported more than 73 internships for 
Rice students. Approximately 46 of those 
students worked at the Baker Institute 
under the guidance of fellows and scholars 
or the institute’s administrative staff.

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The fiscal year of Rice University’s Baker 
Institute corresponds to that of the 
university, running from July 1 to June 
30. The institute’s main expenditures 
include policy-related programs, research 
appointments and operating costs. 
Policy-related program costs include, but 
are not limited to, conferences, seminars, 
publishing, honoraria and special 
appointments. Operating costs include 
salaries, communications, maintenance, 
technology and general administration.

The Baker Institute operating budget 
for fiscal year 2013, approved by Rice 
University, is $6.33 million. This is 
compared to $5.7 million in FY12 and $5.6 
million in FY11. This operating budget 
encompasses all known institute research 
and administrative expenses for the fiscal 
year. Unknown expenses such as capital 
improvements or additional research 
programs will be funded through the 
institute’s reserves.

As the Baker Institute enters its 20th year, 
it will seek to build on the solid financial 
base that has provided funding for its 
programs and operations to date. In the 
future, the institute’s principal fiscal focus 
will be on assuring the sustainability and 
growth of the premier research programs 
that have earned the institute national 
and international recognition. 

To that end, the Baker Institute will begin 
to seek substantial long-term funds that 
not only support individuals and projects, 
but also those that sustain the institute’s 
research programs for years to come. The 
long-term financial health of the institute 
relies on its ability to secure core funding 
that ensures continuity of thought 
leadership in key policy debates.
